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Do you know Takoyaki? Takoyaki is a Japanese *specialty that has a lot of good points
— it’s delicious, easy to eat, widely loved, and fun to make, as the octopus-filled balls are

cooked up in special grills *with hollowed-out spheres.

It is also fun to play and listen to Takoyaki. Two Japanese companies recently came
together to create: the Takoyaki Guitar. It looks like a *gimmick, but this is an instrument
that you can play, and it was invented out of an idea from Yamano Music. Recently, they've
been creating special local guitars. When they decided to make a guitar for Osaka, the image

was their Takoyaki famous specialty.

Yamano decided to contact Iwatani corporation, the famous gas grill maker in Osaka,
and asked them to *collaborate in creating a “Takoyaki Guitar.” After two years of their

efforts, they succeeded in forming the Takoyaki Guitar.

The *feature is the main body of the guitar. It is made with the body of a real takoyaki
grill, Iwatani’s Entako II. The grill itself is full of plastic takoyaki samples that look like the
real thing. A red octopus leg runs along the neck of the instrument. The tuning pegs are
topped with six plastic takoyaki, and the grill lights up with LEDs to *mimic the blue light of
the gas burners. It’s a very clever design, and it’s not only fantastic to look at, but also

sounds pretty good.
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
